Days to germination: 7-15

Directions:

After the last frost, sow the seeds in open ground and cover with ¼ inch of soil. When plants are a few inches high, thin them or transplant them so they are about 10 inches apart (plants will not mature properly if not thinned).

For winter, plant in late summer.

For earlier bloom, sow in flats indoors about 4 to 5 weeks before last frost.
